SPS/TBT MEASURES PUBLISHED FOR PUBLIC COMMENT

Publication Date: October 24, 2016

Technical Regulations: Draft EAEU Council decision “On approval of Rules of origin of goods
imported into the customs territory of the Eurasian Economic Union (non-preferential rules of origin of
goods)” — original in Russian. For English, please see GAIN report RS1665 Dratft decision on approval
of EAEU Rules of Origin.

Summary: The draft rules introduce new terms of ‘simple operation’, ad valorem formula for
country of origin defining and implement procedures for verification of certificate of origin. This
draft is intended to replace the “Agreement on common rules of origin” of January 25, 2008,
between Belarus, Kazakhstan and Russia. The EEC’s comment period for the draft Decision
closed on November 24, 2016.

As of the date of publication of this report, FAS/Moscow does not believe this measure has been
notified to the World Trade Organization.

Unified Forms of Veterinary Certificates: Draft EEC Collegium decision “On approval of Unified

forms of veterinary certificates was published on November 1, 2016” — draft approval decision of EEC
Collegium in Russian. See draft Unified forms in Russian.

Summary: The draft document introduces unified forms of veterinary certificates for all animal
product shipments within the Eurasian Economic Union customs territory. One of four different
certificate forms should be used for live animals, meat products, non-food products and feeds,
for milk and fish products — draft Unified forms English. The public comment period for the
draft closed on November 21, 2016.

Draft veterinary requirements: Draft EEC Collegium decision “On approval of Unified veterinary
(veterinary-sanitary) requirements for the objects subjects to veterinary control (supervision)” was
published on November 7, 2017 — original in Russian.

Summary: The draft document determines all animal production requirements (see English) on
the customs territory of the Union including cattle, pigs, fur animals, poultry, fish, honeybees.
Also the document specifies requirements for slaughter, processing, transportation, storage and
feeding facilities - English. The public comment period for the draft requirements will close on
January 6, 2017.

Publication Date: November 9, 2016

Draft phytosanitary requirements: Draft GOR decision on “Procedures for quarantine phytosanitary
control at the places of production (including processing) and shipment of regulated articles imported for
planting and seeding from foreign states or a group of foreign states where the spread of quarantine
objects common for such regulated articles is detected, in compliance with the international agreements
of the Russian Federation” was published on November 9, 2017 — original in Russian.

Summary: On November 9, 2016, GOR posted for public comments a modified draft of Russian
Government Regulation (Resolution) on the quarantine phytosanitary control of imported
planting seeds and planting materials. The regulation was initially notified to WTO via
G/SPS/N/RUS/131 in August 2016. Please see our GAIN report RS1664 for details and for
English translation.

The public comment period for the new draft regulations will close on December 12, 2016.

Technical Regulation: Draft EEC Collegium decision “On approval of the list of products in respect of
which the customs declaration is accompanied by a document of compliance with the technical
regulations of the Customs Union ‘On the safety of certain types of specialized food products, including
dietary therapeutic and dietary preventive nutrition’” was published on November 18, 2017 — original in
Russian.

Summary: The draft document specifies list of products (see English) according to EEC
Collegium Decision No 294 of 2012 - Please see our GAIN report RS1315 for details.

Memorandum of Understanding between the Eurasian Economic Commission and the Ministry of
Agriculture of Agriculture of Hungary - original in English.

Summary: The Memorandum was signed in Budapest on September 26, 2016. According to
the memorandum, it does not entail any legal or financial obligations for the Parties. The
memorandum is a declaration by the Parties “the importance of further development and
deepening of mutually beneficial cooperation in the field of agro industrial complex”. The
memorandum makes “a special emphasis on achievement exchange in the field of agricultural
sciences, experience in agricultural production, recent developments and cultivation technologies
for agricultural crops as well as issues connected with organization of a plant quarantine
service”. The memorandum was written in Hungarian, Russian and English, all texts being
equally authentic.

EEC Collegium Order No. 150 On the draft decision of the Council of the Eurasian Economic

Commission “On approval of the Common list of quarantine items of the Eurasian Economic Union™ -
original in Russian.

Summary: The list contains 182 quarantine objects (pests) in total and it intends to replace
national lists of quarantine objects (pests) of the Union member States currently in effect. Please
see our report RS1238 for the previous unified list. The list is subject to approval by EEC and
come into force together with Common quarantine and phytosanitary requirements on regulated
products (See next paragraph).

EEC Collegium Order No. 151 On the draft decision of the Council of the Eurasian Economic
Commission "On the approval of the Common quarantine and phytosanitary requirements for regulated
products and quarantine items on the customs border and customs territory of the Eurasian Economic
Union” — original in Russian.

Summary: As a draft, decision was notified to WTO via G/SPS/N/RUS/102 in September 2015.
For details see our GAIN report RS1566 Draft EAEU Phytosanitary Requirements Notifies to
WTO. The new text introduces some new terms and definitions as well as changes some groups
of the goods. The new regulations are to go into force as of July 1, 2017, according to the
current draft. The EEC may approve this date or delay it upon its final decision.

EEC Collegium Order No. 152 On the draft decision of the Council of the Eurasian Economic
Commission “On approving the Common rules and standards for plant quarantine control on the
customs territory of the Eurasian Economic Union” — original in Russian.

Summary: The rules describe unified requirements for authorized plant quarantine bodies of the
member states, for identification of quarantine objects, for information exchange between
member states of the Union, and for certification of the regulated products for their shipments
within the customs territory of the Union.

EEC Collegium Decision N0.115 On amendments to the list of the goods subject to import duties in
accordance with the free trade Agreement between the Eurasian Economic Union and its Member
States, on the one hand, and the Socialist Republic of Vietnam, on the other hand, from 29 May 2015,
and the rates of such duties - original in Russian.

Summary: The decision substitutes customs codes into Schedules of Tariff Commitments
(EAEU Schedule of Tariff Commitments through 2025 & Viet Nam Schedule of Tariff
Commitments through 2027) in compliance with the new edition of Commodity nomenclature of
foreign economic activity of the Eurasian Economic Union, based on the 6™ edition of the
Harmonized system of description and coding of goods by the World Customs Organization. For
details of Free Trade Agreement between the Eurasian Economic Union and its Member States
and the Socialist Republic of Vietnam see our GAIN RS1538 Eurasian Economic Union Ag
Times No3 of 2015.

"On handling of seeds of agricultural plants within the framework of the Eurasian Economic Union" -
original in Russian.

Summary: The draft rules govern handling of non-GMO seeds within the customs territory of
the Union. The draft stipulates unification of respected seeds handling rules among all member
states, including certification, testing and registration of the seeds. Also the seeds varieties
register should be created within the EAEU. According to recommendation the draft should be
submitted to national Governments of the member States for national procedures before final
approval by the EEC.

EEC Collegium Recommendation No. 19 “On coordinated policy for development of commodity
exchange trade within the framework of the Eurasian Economic Union" - original in Russian.

Summary: EEC Collegium suggest EAEU member states to work out priorities and sent their
suggestions for development of commaodity exchange trade by agricultural products within the Union.
