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DECISION
APPROVING ACTION PLAN 
FOR METHANE EMISSIONS REDUCTION BY 2030

THE PRIME MINISTER
Pursuant to the Law on Government Organization dated June 19, 2015; the Law on amending and supplementing to the Law on Government Organization and the Law on Local Government Organization dated November 22, 2019;
Pursuant to the Government’s Resolution No. 01/NQ-CP dated January 8, 2022 on main tasks and solutions for implementing the social - economic development plan and the State budget estimate in the year of 2022; 
At the request of the Minister of Natural Resources and Environment;
DECIDES
Article 1. To approve the Action Plan for Methane Emissions Reduction by 2030 (hereinafter referred to as the “Plan”) with the following primary contents:

1. 
Targets

a) 
General targets:

To make national efforts to reduce overall methane emissions, by at least 30% by the year of 2030 compared to the level of the year of 2020, from cultivation, animal husbandry
, solid waste management, wastewater treatment, oil and gas extraction, coal mining and fossil fuel consumption,

b) 
Specific targets:

- 
By 2025, it is ensured that overall methane emissions are expected to not exceed 96.4 million metric tons of CO2 equivalent (CO2eq), or to be reduced by 13.34% compared with the emission level of the year of 2020. In which, methane emissions are expected to not exceed 42.2 metric tons of CO2eq from cultivation, 16.8 metric tons of CO2eq from animal husbandry, 21.9 metric tons of CO2eq from solid waste management and wastewater treatment, 10.6 metric tons of CO2eq from oil and gas extraction, 3.5 metric tons of CO2eq from coal mining, and 1.3 metric tons of CO2eq from fossil fuel consumption.

- 
By 2030, it is ensured that overall methane emissions are expected to not exceed 77.9 million metric tons of CO2eq, or to be reduced by at least 30% compared with the emission level of the year of 2020. In which, methane emissions are expected to not exceed 30.7 metric tons of CO2eq from cultivation, 15.2 metric tons of CO2eq from animal husbandry, 17.5 metric tons of CO2eq from solid waste management and wastewater treatment, 8.1 metric tons of CO2eq from oil and gas extraction, 2.0 metric tons of CO2eq from coal mining, and 0.8 metric tons of CO2eq from fossil fuel consumption.

2. 
Steering viewpoints 

a) 
Methane emissions reduction aims to implement the Global Methane Emissions Reduction Commitment in line with Vietnam’s socio-economic conditions; is the opportunity for technological innovation and improvement of efficiency in production which will ensure sustainable livelihoods for people; management, extraction and sustainable use of natural resources and energy use efficiency; environmental protection and promotion of circular economy.

b) 
Methane emissions reduction must be made on the basis of cost-benefit analysis conducted regularly according to a set forth roadmap that ensures legitimate rights and benefits of both organizations and individual and promotes innovations serving Vietnam's sustainable socio-economic development.

c) 
Methane emissions reduction is  the responsibility of emissions source owners and State management agency with the participation and supervision of the people as well as proactively and actively international cooperation.

3. 
Tasks and solutions

a) 
Developing and completing mechanisms and policies

- 
To develop and implement the detailed Plan for methane emissions reduction from cultivation, animal husbandry, solid waste management and wastewater treatment, oil and gas extraction, and coal mining; combine the methane emissions reduction task with climate change response strategy, master plan or plan, national green growth plan, sectoral and provincial master plans.

- 
To develop and implement regulations on highest-level methane inventories according to guidelines given by the Inter-governmental Panel on Climate Change with respect to primary sources of methane emissions; to develop national standards, national technical regulations and technical guidelines on reduction of methane emissions from cultivation, animal husbandry, solid waste management and wastewater treatment, oil and gas extraction, coal mining, and fossil fuel consumption.

- 
To develop and implement mechanisms, policies and financial instruments for encouraging application of clean technologies, methane capture and use technologies, and facilitating the participation by people, enterprise, communities, domestic and foreign organizations to reduce methane emissions in various sectors.

- 
To develop law regulations, mechanisms and policies for management of carbon credits, exchange of greenhouse gas emission quotas and carbon credits obtained from methane emissions reduction, and encouraging methane emissions source owners to engage in domestic and international carbon markets.

- 
To develop and complete mechanisms and policies for encouraging energy transition from use of fossil fuels to use of clean and renewable energy.

b) 
Implementing measures for reducing methane emissions from cultivation and animal husbandry

- 
To invest in small-scale and in-field irrigation infrastructure to meet advanced, modern, synchronous and self-contained irrigation techniques for concentrated rice production areas; actively withdraw water in the middle of the crop; apply advanced, water-saving irrigation and rice farming methods suitable to the conditions of each agricultural region to reduce methane emissions.
- 
To expand the rotational rice – shrimp farming model and convert from wet rice to upland crops with higher economic efficiency in line with the specific conditions of each locality; adjust the structure of crops, seasons, processes and cultivation techniques in order to raise economic efficiency and reduce methane emissions.

- 
To end the burning of agricultural waste and by-products through improvement and wide application of processes and technologies for centralized collection, classification, treatment, reuse, circulation, and conversion of waste use purposes in respect to agricultural waste and by-products to raise economic value, convert carbon in crop biomass into sustainable carbon and clean energy, increase carbon accumulation in soil to reduce methane emissions.

- 
To change, improve and use suitable preparations in rations to increase productivity, economic value in cattle-breeding and reduce methane emissions; crossbreeding and improving domestic cattle breeds with the use of suitable and high-quality foreign breeds in order to increase productivity and efficiency of livestock production; efficiently develop and exploit bio-gas models and apply technology in the production of organic fertilizers from livestock waste; recover and use methane [generated] from livestock waste treatment for cattle-breeding and power generation activities.
c) 
Implementing measures for reducing methane emissions from waste management and wastewater treatment

- 
To develop, complete and synchronously apply processes, regulations, guidelines, models of collection, transport, classification, reuse, recycling and treatment of solid waste; combine regional and local master plan on waste management with national master plan for environmental protection, regional and provincial master plans

- 
To build and upgrade infrastructure, invest in equipment to meet the requirements of classification, collection, storage, reuse, recycling, transport and treatment of solid waste according to regulations and in line with the characteristics of concentrated residential areas, urban areas, rural areas and suitable to the natural, economic and social conditions of the locality.

- 
To select and widely apply advanced and modern waste treatment technologies; waste treatment technology combined with energy recovery, compost production, fuel pellet production, landfill with methane recovery, waste incineration to generate electricity; technology to recover methane generated in industrial wastewater treatment; biotechnology to remove methane in domestic wastewater treatment; efficiently treat sewage sludge at centralized wastewater treatment plants by anaerobic method combined with methane recovery.

- 
To restrict generating waste into the environment in order to reduce methane emissions through the development of biomass energy, energy from waste incineration, production of organic fertilizers, consumption of recycled products, reuse.

d) 
Implementing measures to reduce methane emissions in oil and gas extraction and processing, coal mining and fossil fuel consumption

- 
To develop and promulgate mechanisms and policies to encourage the implementation of activities of collecting associated gas from oil fields during the oil-extracting process, especially for small and marginal fields.

- 
To invest in installing equipment to detect incidents and take measures to prevent and remedy leaks in the process of oil and gas exploration and extraction; install equipment to recover associated gas, methane in gas treatment and petrochemical refining; upgrade and replace old and outdated equipment in oil and gas extraction, supply and processing to reduce methane emissions.

- 
To research and implement drilling for gas drainage and methane recovery before and during underground coal mining in newly-built mine areas, expanded mine areas, pilot application in coal [mining] areas in Quang Ninh province for assessment and replication nationwide.

- 
To invest in the installation and operation of an automatic system of monitoring and managing electricity and energy-saving equipment in the coal mining and processing technology chain.

- 
To save and efficiently use energy, use clean energy, renewable energy to reduce greenhouse gas emissions, including methane, through optimizing energy use in industrial processes, services, transport and other activities that use energy; renovate, upgrade and replace outdated equipment, technologies and vehicles that use plenty of energy.

dd) 
Scientific research and technological development

- 
To promote scientific research and technology development, apply advanced technologies, improve productivity and efficiency in cultivation, animal husbandry, solid waste management, wastewater treatment, coal mining, mining oil and gas extraction and fossil fuel consumption in industries to reduce methane emissions.

- 
To organize scientific research, application and transfer of technology for inventory, monitoring, assessing and forecasting of emissions; efficiently recover and use methane gas in each sector and field.

- 
To transfer advanced and high-tech technologies to reduce methane emissions; focus on spreading advanced and high-tech technologies from foreign-invested enterprises to domestic enterprises; promote innovation of organizations and individuals in reducing methane emissions.

- 
To research and develop national-specific methane emission coefficients applicable to the inventory of greenhouse gas emissions in the fields of cultivation, animal husbandry, solid waste management and wastewater treatment, coal mining, oil and gas extraction and processing.

- 
To research and apply digital transformation in tracking and monitoring emissions, recovery and use of methane from cultivation, animal husbandry, solid waste management and wastewater treatment, coal mining, oil and gas extraction and processing, fossil fuel consumption.

e) 
Promoting propaganda, education, improvement of capacity and awareness

- 
To develop and implement plans on communication, disseminating information, raising awareness of businesses and the community in respect to the responsibilities and benefits of reducing methane emissions; promoting changes in consumer behavior and green production; enhance the responsibility of businesses and communities for recyclable and reusable waste.

- 
To implement labeling, traceability for agricultural products, organic fertilizers, recycled and reused products that are produced according to processes and technologies with low methane emissions to increase value, competitiveness and market access for products.

- 
To train and enhance capacity of professional staff and managers at all levels on methane emission reduction; train farmers through agricultural extension programs on the efficiency and benefits of low-methane farming and livestock production models, methods of treating agricultural by-products to reduce methane emissions.

- 
To establish a network to exchange information and share experiences in developing, transferring and applying technologies to reduce methane emissions between localities and fields.

g) 
Strengthening bilateral and multilateral cooperation and resource mobilization

- 
To attract international resources and strengthen research cooperation, exchanging experiences with countries and international organizations in developing and promulgating regulations and technical guidelines and implementing reduction of methane emissions.

- 
To implement international cooperation programs and projects, cooperation between the State and enterprises, enterprises and enterprises in infrastructure investment, financial support, transfer of technology, strengthen capacity for reduction of methane emissions from cultivation, animal husbandry, solid waste management and wastewater treatment, coal mining, oil and gas extraction and fossil fuel consumption.

- 
To support existing international initiatives to reduce methane emissions; mobilize countries to join the Global Methane Emissions Reduction Commitment.

h) 
Monitoring and assessing
- 
To carry out assessment of annual methane emission level from cultivation, animal husbandry, solid waste management and wastewater treatment, coal mining, oil and gas extraction and processing, fossil fuel consumption; collate and assess the results of reducing methane emissions nationwide.

- 
To complete and implement regulations on measurement, reporting, appraisal, inspection and examination of the implementation of methane emission reduction, ensuring transparency on the results of the implementation of the Plan, in line with conditions of Vietnam and the Global Methane Emissions Reduction Commitment.

- 
To mobilize community participation in monitoring emission and implementation of methane emission reduction.

4. 
Priority programs and tasks

The list of priority programs and tasks for the implementation of the Plan is promulgated together with this Decision.

5. 
Implementation resources

a) 
Funding for the implementation of the Plan shall be allocated from the State budget in accordance with current law, capital from enterprises, socialization sources, mobilized sources from organizations and individuals and other lawful funding sources as prescribed. To encourage mobilization, cooperation and support from international organizations, development partners, funds and financial institutions at home, abroad and the private sector to reduce methane emissions.

b) 
To manage and use State budget funds to perform the tasks of the applicable Plan in accordance with the law on State budget and relevant regulations.
6. 
Implementation organization

a) 
Ministry of Natural Resources and Environment

- 
To assume the prime responsibility for
, and coordinate with concerned ministries and branches and the People's Committees of provinces and centrally run cities in, organizing the implementation of this Plan; monitor and assess the annual implementation progress, promptly report to and advise the Prime Minister on solutions to solve inadequacies and problems arising during the implementation process at central and local levels, ensure the achievement of the set targets and the implementation of the Global Methane Reduction Commitment.

- 
To preside over the development and implementation of the Plan to reduce methane emissions to 2030 in solid waste management and wastewater treatment.

- 
To coordinate with the Ministry of Planning and Investment, the Ministry of Finance and relevant ministries and branches in developing mechanisms and policies to support and attract investment; encourage the participation of businesses and communities in activities to reduce methane emissions.

- 
To direct and guide People's Committees of provinces and centrally run cities to include and integrate the implementation of methane emission reduction into master plans and plans.

b) 
Ministry of Agriculture and Rural Development

- 
To preside over the development and implementation of the Plan to reduce methane emissions by 2030 from cultivation and animal husbandry.

- 
To implement the development of low-emission, ecological, organic, circular and environment-friendly agricultural production; control quality and apply advanced technologies and biotechnology in the production of probiotics as low-emissions animal feed ingredients; develop livestock waste treatment technology associated with organic fertilizer production.

- 
Annually report on the implementation of tasks related to the reduction of methane emissions from agricultural production activities; send the results of the methane emission assessment of the year before the reporting year to the Ministry of Natural Resources and Environment before November 15 of each year for collate.

c) 
Ministry of Industry and Trade

- 
To preside over the development and implementation of the Plan to reduce methane emissions by 2030 from coal mining, oil and gas extraction and processing, and fossil fuel consumption.

- 
To guide and support the implementation of measures to control methane emissions in coal mining, oil and gas extraction and processing, and fossil fuel consumption; apply methods of methane recovery and use suitable to the conditions of the country in order to make the best use of natural resources and fuel, improve safety and increase economic value of coal mining activities, oil and gas extraction and processing.

- 
Annually report on the performance of tasks related to reducing methane emissions in coal mining, oil and gas extraction and processing, and fossil fuel consumption; send the results of the methane emission assessment of the year before the reporting year to the Ministry of Natural Resources and Environment before November 15 of each year for for collate.

d) 
Ministry of Science and Technology

To assume the prime responsibility for efficiently organizing national-level scientific research, technological development and application tasks according to the orders of ministries, branches and localities in order to implement the plan to reduce methane emissions according to the approved roadmap.

dd) 
Ministry of Finance

- 
To assume the prime responsibility for reviewing, developing and guiding the implementation of preferential and supportive policies on methane emission reduction.

- 
To balance and allocate annual funds for ministries and central agencies to implement the contents and programs of the Plan in accordance with the Law on State Budget and relevant laws.

e) 
Ministry of Planning and Investment

- 
To balance and allocate development investment spending of the central budget for activities of investment construction and upgrading of infrastructure and equipment to reduce methane emissions and submit them to competent level for decision in accordance with the Law on Public Investment and other relevant laws.

- 
To assume the prime responsibility for, and coordinate with ministries, central and local agencies in, determining resources outside the State budget to implement the contents of this Plan.

g) 
Ministries, branches and People's Committees of provinces and centrally run cities: based on the specific contents and tasks of the Plan, develop and implement schemes, projects and tasks to implement the Plan as prescribed; combine and integrate content on reducing greenhouse gas and methane emissions with the development master plans and plans; strengthen inspection and examination of compliance with legal regulations on environmental protection and response to climate change at production establishments generating methane emissions; improve management capacity to reduce greenhouse gas emissions; propagate, disseminate and implement the Plan; annually report the results of the implementation to the Ministry of Natural Resources and Environment for collate.

h) 
The People's Committees of the provinces and centrally-run cities shall request the People's Council of the same level to allocate the funding for the implementation of the Plan in accordance with the Law on State Budget, public investment and other relevant laws.

i) 
The Vietnam Oil and Gas Group and the Vietnam Coal-Mineral Industry Group invest in equipment and provide appropriate technical training to efficiently implement activities to reduce methane emissions in oil and gas extraction and coal mining. 

k) 
Production establishments shall comply with regulations on controlling methane emissions from production activities; actively enhance capacity, improve and innovate production processes, equipment, and waste gas treatment equipment to ensure the reduction of methane emissions in production activities.

l) 
Vietnam Fatherland Front, socio-political organizations, socio-professional organizations, business community according to their functions and tasks to actively participate in activities to reduce methane emissions, propose initiatives to promote reduction of methane emissions; actively coordinate with ministries, branches and localities in implementing, monitoring and assessing the implementation of this Plan.

Article 2. This Decision takes effect from the date of signing for promulgation.

Article 3.- The ministers, the heads of the ministerial-level agencies, the heads of the agencies attached to the Government, the chairmen of the People's Committees of the provinces and centrally-run cities, the heads of the relevant agencies and units shall bear the responsibility for the implementation of this Decision.
