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Report Highlights:

TH4007. Myanmar exported 103,694 metric tons (MT) of pulses in February 2014, increasing by 23
percent from January’s level but declining by 3 percent from the same period in 2013. . Domestic
wholesale prices for Matpe, Mung bean and Toor Whole all weakened in February due to new crop
supplies entering the market and less demand from India.



Trade

Myanmar’s non-border bean and pulse exports in February totaled 90,314 MT, an increase of 20 percent
from the previous month (Table 2) following increased shipments to Singapore and Vietnam. Matpe
(black gram) accounted for 41 percent of total exports in February followed by Mung Beans and Toor
Whole. India accounted for 54 percent of total exports followed by Singapore, and Vietnam (Table 1).
Border trade exports to India and China were 13,382 MT in February, up 50 percent from last month.

Market Situation

According to the Bayintnaung Commodity Exchange Center increased supplies from the new harvest,
mainly from Mandalay, Monywa , Pyi, and Hinthada townships, entered the market brought average
domestic wholesale prices for Matpe beans to drop to 586,000-592,500 kyat/MT(US$ 595-602/MT) in
February from 625, 000 kyat/MT (US$ 635/MT) in January. Domestic wholesale prices for Mung
beans at Mandalay pulse market also declined to 980,000 kyat/MT (US$ 996/MT) in February from 1.0
million kyat/MT (US$1017/MT) in January. Several traders anticipated prices to fall, thus they sold
their old stocks in the market, which resulted in a downward pressure on prices. Prices for Toor
Whole beans also weakened to 557,121 kyat/MT (US$566/MT) in February from 573,159 kyat/MT
(US$582/MT) in January reflecting low demand from India due to their harvesting season.

Trade source reported that India may encounter short supplies in 2014 crop year due to unfavorable dry
conditions in many growing areas in the country, which may benefit Myanmar’s bean and pulse exports.
