Infectious (Parasitic) Diseases Requiring Measures for Sanitary Protection of the Customs Territory of
the Customs Union. There is a 60-day EEC public comment period, starting August 22, 2013, and
ending October 21, 2013.

“The Parties may introduce or maintain in force sanitary, veterinary (veterinary and sanitary) or
phytosanitary measures, which ensure a higher level of protection than the measures on the basis of the
relevant international standards, guidelines or recommendations, if there is proper scientific evidence or
if the Parties determine that this level of sanitary, veterinary (veterinary and sanitary) or phytosanitary
protection is appropriate according to the provisions of the World Trade Organization Agreement on the
Application of Sanitary and Phytosanitary Measures.”.

2. The present Decision shall come into force 30 days after its official publication.

1. To amend the List of Infectious (Parasitic) Diseases Requiring Measures for Sanitary
Protection of the Customs Territory of the Customs Union, (Annex No. 2 to the Regulation on the
Procedure of the State Sanitary and Epidemiologic Supervision (Control) over Persons and Vehicles,
Crossing the Customs Border of the Customs Union; Controlled Goods, Moved through the Customs
Border of the Customs Union and on the Customs Territory of the Customs Union, approved by
Decision of the Customs Union Commission No. 299 of May 28, 2010), as follows:

a) to supplement column 3 “ICD-10 Code” for line 19 “Tuberculosis” with code A15.0, A15.1.,
Al15.2, A15.3, A15.4., A15.5, A15.6, A15.7, A15.8, A15.9;

b) in column 3 “ICD-10 Code” for line 20 “Glanders” to replace with words “A24.0, A24.1.,
A24.2, A24.3., A24.4” with the words “A24.0”;

c) in column 3 “ICD-10 Code” for line 21 “Melioidosis” to delete the words “A24.0.”

2. The present Decision shall come into force 30 days after its official publication.
