Summary: The decision authorized the Eurasian Economic Commission to approve a list of
goods for Kazakhstan which shall be subject to import tariffs differing from the Unified EAEU
import tariff in accordance with the WTO commitments of the Republic of Kazakhstan.
Additionally, Kazakhstan shall ensure that goods from the list imported into Kazakhstan from
third countries will be consumed domestically and Kazakhstan will take measure to prevent
export of such goods into the other EAEU Member States.

The decision also lays
the basis for replacement of the current combined EAEU tariff rate for two items of concentrated
juices (from HS 2009) of 10 percent but not less than 0.05 Euro per liter with an ad valorem
tariff of 10 percent in a year, as of September 1, 2016.

EEC Council Decision No. 56. On Approving the Results of Assessment of the Quarantine

Phytosanitary Control System, as well as Familiarization with the System of Sanitary and
Epidemiological Surveillance (Control) of the Kyrgyz Republic - original in Russian

Summary: The decision was required for removal of the quarantine and phytosanitary controls
on the Kyrgyz-Kazakh border as of November 18, 2011. However, veterinary controls will
remain in place on the Kyrgyz-Kazakh border until a similar decision on approval of the Kyrgyz
veterinary control system is issued.
