Domestic and export prices are mixed. Prices of most grades of white rice are stable except for broken
white rice which continued to increase by 1.0 percent from the previous week due to its tighter supplies
caused by logistical difficulties due to the flooding. Meanwhile, fragrant rice prices declined by
approximately 1.0 percent as supplies of new-crop fragrant rice are coming into the market, as the
harvest in the Northeastern Region commenced. However, the Paddy Pledging Program is off to a slow
start in this region as the government and the millers are in discussions in order to settle some pending
issues as many local rice mills are not participating in the program. Presently, there are approximately
123 rice millers participating in the program, which account for 30 percent of the total rice mills in the
Northeastern Region. The Government is considering rice mills from the Central Plain Region to
participate in the program in the Northeastern Region, an issue that’s been contentious in the past.

As for the Paddy Pledging Program, 776,461 tons of paddy have been pledged since the program started
on October 7, which account for 3.7 percent of the expected total production of 21-22 million tons of



main-crop paddy. The program will likely be more aggressive in mid-November when the main-crop
paddy will be harvested, particularly in the Northeastern Region which accounts for half of total main-
crop production, consisting mostly of fragrant and glutinous rice. Post expects the program will be able
to absorb 10.0 million tons of paddy (6-7 million tons milled equivalent) of MY2011/12 main crop
production, particularly for white rice and fragrant rice.

Rice Export Update

Unofficial rice exports (excluding fragrant rice) for November 7-13, 2011 totaled 81,265 tons, up 6,656
tons from the previous week, and down 1,147 tons from the four week moving average of 82,412 tons.
Exports of white rice and parboiled rice during January 1 — November 13, 2011 totaled 7,792,708 tons,
up 42.4 percent from 5,471,212 tons in the previous year.

According to the Department of Foreign trade, Ministry of Commerce, total rice exports (including
fragrant rice) during January 1 — November 10, 2011 amounted to 9,822,667 tons, up 34.5 percent from
7,302,088 tons in the previous year.
