Domestic and export prices increased 2-4 percent from the previous week due to rumors of large-

volume enquiries from private importers in the Philippines.  Most enquiries are reportedly 5% grade 

new-crop white rice with largest Thai rice exporters.  Thai rice millers speculated that exporters will 

have to secure their new-crop rice supplies if the deals are finalized as they are currently holding mostly 

old-crop white rice from the government stock release.  In addition, rice millers expect that domestic 

prices will trend upward as it seems to the trade more likely now that the new government from the 

general election on July 3, 2011 will likely be from a political party that supports the Paddy Mortgage 

Scheme with high intervention prices to replace current Price Insurance Program.                   

The government’s weekly benchmark price for white rice for June 6-12 increased 1.6 percent.  As such 

farmers will receive lower compensation compared to the previous week.  Farmers that sell their 

supplies this week will be able to arbitrage as market prices are slightly above the benchmark prices.

Rice Export Update 

Unofficial rice exports (excluding fragrant rice) for May 30 – June 5, 2011 totaled 242,665 tons, up 

4,477 tons from the previous week, and up 28,144 tons from the four week moving average of 214,521 

tons.  Exports of white rice and parboiled rice during January 1 – June 5, 2011 totaled 4,382,047 tons, 

up 70.7 percent from 2,566,548 tons in the previous year. 

According to the Department of Foreign trade, Ministry of Commerce, total rice exports (including 

fragrant rice) during January 1 – May 31, 2011 amounted to 5,129,639 tons, up 50.0 percent from 

3,409,399 tons in the previous year.
