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Report Highlights: 

 On March 23, 2009, the Grain Silos and Flour Mills Organization (GSFMO), the Government agency in Saudi Arabia 

responsible for purchasing wheat, milling and distribution of wheat flour, issued an international tender to purchase 

495,000 metric tons of wheat.  The GSFMO established a five day deadline to receive offers which ended on March 27.  

The tender was the second wheat import request issued this calendar year by the Saudi government.  The first tender
