World Food Moscow 2009 is one of the largest food forums in Russian and Eastern Europe.  As 

such, it is the main event for food exporters intending to start or develop sales in Russia.  Every year 

international and local exhibitors and visitors from all regions of Russia meet at World Food 

Moscow to strengthen existing relationships and find new partners.  In 2008 more than 45,000 

business visitors attended World Food.  About 60 percent of these visitors came from wholesale and 

retail businesses.  Furthermore, more than 1,300 exhibitors from 63 different countries presented 

their products at the show.   

World Food Moscow is a USDA-supported show, and is essentially the “main event” for U.S. 

exporters interested in market opportunities in Russia.  ATO Moscow and the Office of Trade 

Programs (in Washington) organize American pavilions in the grocery, fruit, and seafood sections 

offering “turn-key” service.  The US Meat Export Federation and the U.S. Poultry and Egg Export 

Council annually participate in the meat pavilion and use this show as a platform for their members 

to exhibit the latest equipment and products and meet with Russian importers.  

World Food Moscow traditionally combines several shows in one and presents a great variety of 

fresh, frozen, and manufactured foods. The product lines in the grocery pavilion include all kinds of 

processed products for retail, food processing ingredients, and hospitality industry products.  Some 

of the products include:  tea and coffee, soft drinks, alcoholic beverages, energy drinks, wine, beer, 

ingredients and food additives, cereals, pasta, spices and seasonings, snacks, nuts and dried fruits, 

breakfast products, canned fruits and vegetables, and cheese.  The grocery pavilion is where the 

ATO’s information stand is located at the show.   

World Meat Moscow is hosted as a separate pavilion at World Food Moscow and is a top 

“destination” for international meat industry professionals.  The exhibition strengthens existing 

relations with trading partners and helps participants sign new product supply contracts.  Product 

sectors within this pavilion include: fresh meat, poultry and fowl, meat by-products, packed meat, 

sausage goods, smoked meat, semi-finished meat products, and canned meat. 

World Fruits Moscow is hosted in a separate exhibition hall as well.  It is Russia’s largest fruit and 

vegetables trade exhibition and attracts a specialized audience of buyers. World Fruits Moscow

showcases:  fruits and vegetables, soybean products, canned fruits and vegetables, dried fruits, fresh 

herbs and spices, jams and preservatives, cultivation equipment, packing and sorting machinery, and 

transportation/logistics services.  The U.S. presence in this pavilion has been growing each year. 

World Seafood Moscow is an excellent platform to connect producers with sellers.  Besides helping 

participants find new trade partners, the show is a great educational opportunity to learn about 

emerging consumer trends in the fish industry.  Product sectors within this pavilion include: live and 

refrigerated fish, frozen fish, salted fish, naturally-dried and dried fish, smoked fish, caviar, canned 

fish and preserves, semi-finished fish products, and non-fish hydrophytic materials.  

World Sweets Moscow helps participants to foster new business relationships among manufacturers 

and sellers in the confectionery and bakery products industry.  Product sectors within this pavilion 

include: candies, chocolate and cacao, eastern sweets, halva, fruit-berry candies (i.e. marmalade, 

marshmallow), pastry, bakery products, biscuit and crackers, chewing gum, and additives.

Science, the Agricultural Union, and the All-Russian Exhibition Center jointly organize and sponsor 

Golden Autumn, the largest agro-industrial exhibition in Russia and in the Commonwealth of 

Independent States.  It is held as a part of the Russian Agro-Industrial Week and is the key agro-

industrial forum for 70 Russian regions and 30 countries.  In 2008 Golden Autumn featured more 

than 1,200 Russian exhibitors and 264 exhibitors from 28 foreign countries.  The show drew 70,000 

visitors, of whom 65 percent were agricultural specialists.  In 2008 the USDA pavilion displayed 

animal and plant genetics, high-grade feeds, animal nutrients, and additives.

FAS/ATO Moscow prefers 

to participate in the World Food trade show instead of Prod Expo because of the time of the year 

and because the focus of World Food includes fruits and seafood while Prod Expo does not.  

However, several American exporters exhibit at Prod Expo independently and find it a good option 

for some product segments such as dairy, meat, ingredients, and processed products.  Despite the 

economic crisis that was still unfolding in February 2009, participation in the show remained 

vibrant and American participants were pleased with the quality of the show’s attendees.
